AGREEMENT OF COOPERATION
between :
FACULTY OF SCIENCE, CHIANG MAI UNIVERSITY, THAILAND
and
AICHI INSTITUTE OF TECHNOLOGY, JAPAN

Faculty of Science, Chiang Mai University, Thailand (hereafter referred to as
"Chiang Mai") and Aichi Institute of Technology, Japan (hereafter referred to as
"Aichi"), in recognition of their common interests in developing bilateral relations and
convinced that cooperation between the two institutions contributes to cultural
enrichment, scientific progress, and the consolidation of friendship between the two
countries, agree to establish the following Agreement of Cooperation.

I: This Agreement of Cooperation will promote activities in the following
principal areas:

- Exchange of students

- Exchange of faculty and staff

- Collaborative research, instructional and cultural programs
- Exchange of information

II: All activities developed under the auspices of this Agreement will adhere and
conform to the respective customs, traditions and regulations of each institution.

III : 1.This Agreement is established for a period of 5 years, effective from the date of
signing below.

2. In order to enhance the efficiency of their cooperative activities, Chiang Mai
and Aichi agree that it shall be possible to introduce changes and additions to
this Cooperative Agreement by means of mutually agreed upon  additional
written clauses.

3. At the end of each 5-year period, this Agreement will be renewed automatically
for an additional 5 years unless Chiang Mai or Aichi provides written
notification of a decision not to renew prior to the date of expiry.
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IV : Duplicate original English and Japanese versions of this Cooperative Agreement
are hereby signed by both institutions.
